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SUMMARY OF RESOLUTIONS TABLED

End the Clawback (Oct. 2, 2006)

That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should immediately end the clawback of the National Child Benefit Supplement from all families in Ontario.

Affordable Housing (Oct. 19, 2006)

That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should immediately commence construction of not-for-profit rent geared to income housing units in order to keep its election promise of building 20,000 units; and begin to meet the housing needs of the 122,000 Ontarians on the waiting lists for affordable housing.

Property Tax and Upload the Downloads (Dec. 12, 2006)

That, in the opinion of this House, the property tax rate levied by the Province on small business should be applied more equitably across the Province, and the tax rate for small business should be set at the same rate for the entire Greater Toronto Area, and that level of taxation should be frozen. To mitigate municipal costs, an uploading of the downloaded cost for social programs (excluding education) should be assumed by the Province on a phased in basis over 10 years.

Status of the Artist Legislation (Dec. 14, 2007)

That, in the opinion of the House, the Government immediately implement Status of the Artist legislation including labour standards and taxation measures to improve the working lives of artists in Ontario including: Protection for child performers; access to training and professional development programs and funds; tax measures such as income averaging and/or exclusions of certain incomes for provincial taxes and protection for senior artists, and that the Government engage in a consultative process leading to the creation and enactment within 24 months of an appropriate labour relations mechanism encompassing a collective bargaining procedure for all professional artists and producers/engagers in the Province of Ontario.

Reform of the Ontario Municipal Board (March 19, 2007)

That in the opinion of this House, the powers of the Ontario Municipal Board be amended so that they are not able to undermine the authority of democratically elected city councils in decisions such as land use planning and others. This would include restricting the ability of the OMB to overturn municipal planning decisions and increase the length of OMB appointee’s terms to ensure non-partisan qualified appointments. It would also strengthen the cities ability to prevent the conversion or demolition of affordable housing.

A Place for All People at Queen’s Park (March 19, 2007)

That in the opinion of this House, Room 163 should be set aside as a “Place for All People” for the purposes of prayer and meditation for all beliefs and faiths and for those who are atheists and agnostics.

There is currently no place for prayer or meditation for members of the House, staff or visitors to Queen’s Park. This would accommodate the needs of staff and visitors to Queen’s Park. Currently hospitals, universities and other secular institutions have such a room. Currently the Lord’s Prayer is said before the Legislature sits and no other faith or lack of faith is acknowledged.

The Ministry of Culture and Fashion Design (March 19, 2007)

In the Opinion of this House the mandate of the Ontario Ministry of Culture should be amended to include Fashion Design and recognize the significant contribution the fashion industry has made to Ontario’s cultural sector. The mandate of the Ministry of Culture should also reflect the recognition afforded the fashion industry and fashion designers by both the Federal Department of Canadian Heritage, along with the Quebec Ministry of Culture, which both recognize the contribution fashion design has made to Canada's reputation as a dynamic and diverse centre of culture and the arts.

Tibet (March 19, 2007)

That in the opinion of the House, the Ontario Government should support the Federal motion to urge the government of the People's Republic of China and representatives of Tibet's government in exile, notwithstanding their differences on Tibet's historical relationship with China, to continue their dialogue in a forward looking manner that will lead to pragmatic solutions that respect the Chinese constitutional framework, the territorial integrity of China and fulfill the aspirations of the Tibetan people for a unified and genuinely autonomous Tibet.

Research Infrastructure and Innovation (March 26, 2007)

That, in the opinion of this House, the Ontario Ministry of Research and Innovation should implement a program that allows Ontario’s existing research infrastructure to be used by Ontario’s small business people as they create jobs today and the industries of tomorrow.

Woman Speaker (April 24, 2007) 

That, in the opinion of this House, the next Parliament is strongly encouraged to elect a woman to the role as Speaker.

Granting Seniors with free access to Ontario Funded Galleries and Museums (June 4, 2007)

That, in the opinion of this House, seniors 65 years of age or over, have free access to Ontario funded art galleries and museums, and that the Ontario government reimburse these galleries and museums to compensate for the drop of revenue in providing this free access.
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
